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Is there a perfect size 
room for an Adult Sunday
School class?  If your 
church is committed to 
carrying out The Great 
Commission by 
systematically creating 
new units to reach new 
people, then YES!   

I think a room that has 
around 384 square feet is
perfect!  Therefore, the 
room size would be the 
equivalent of 24’x16’. 

As we think about space, 
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on’t forget these 
rinciples. Each adult 
eeds 12 square feet of 
pace and a room 
ecomes full at 80%.  An 
nrollment ceiling of 50 
sually produces an 
ttendance of 25 plus. 

84 sq. ft. divided by 12 
q. ft. equals 32 adults.  
2 adults are equal to 
00% full.  Take 80% of 
2 and that brings us to 
5 people present.    

hen a space is 80% full,
our plan for creating a new 
unit kicks into gear.  First, 
we expect to start a new 
unit and secondly, we have 
a plan everyone 
understands that will 
produce this new unit. 

When a class averages 25 
plus, the new unit process 
begins.  The associate 
teacher and 4 strong 
couples chosen by the 
teacher make up the core 
for the new unit.  The 
teacher understands the 
process and leads the way.

Bicycle-brand playing card 
sales are up 33% and the 
demand for $100 Poker sets 
has doubled! 4   Studies show 
that among kids that gamble, 
50% are likely to binge-drink 
and 75% are likely to smoke 
marijuana.4   The question is, 
what are we doing about 
this?  It’s time we got in the 
game!
